_ Surrender

Surrender is a way of life that is very counter-cultural, very different from the
"~ American idea of “rugged individualism,” and very central to our living as followers of
Jesus.

The practice of regularly taking some time off from trying to control our world by surrendering to the
Lord’s wishes and will is the basis of almost every religious-spiritual tradition. We know deep in our
hearts that we ought try to live in a spirit of surrender every day.
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Here are some sayings about surrender to encourage us:

If God so clothes the grass of the field, which grows today and is thrown into the oven tomorrow,
will He not much more provide for you, O you of little faith? (Jesus)

True religion is surrender. (Muhammad)

Doubts arise because of an absence of surrender. ( Ramana Maharshi)

VNN NN NN
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During this Lenten season, use this spiritual exercise to grow in surrender.
Ask the Lord to be very present to you. Reflect on the following:

Maybe some of the things you think are in your control, aren't.
Maybe nature and nurture have united to make you exactly who you are at this moment.
Maybe God wants you to be exactly where you are at this very moment .
Maybe you are breathing exactly as the Lord wants you to be breathing.
Maybe you are doing exactly what God wants you to be doing.
How does it feel to realize that you are doing exactly what God would like you to be doing?

Now, consider one more very important question: If you tried to live in a spirit of surrender
EVERYDAY, would you be more or less relaxed and peaceful?

A Recommendation. . ..
On Saturday nights prepare yourself for a "Surrender Sunday." Try each Sunday to see how
well you can "let go and let God."

It's not so easy. It's also not that hard, so long as you remember that it's a practice. The word
practice by definition means it isn't something you have mastered

Try to live in the surrender and beautiful balance suggested by
The Serenity Prayer:

God, grant me the serenity to accept the things | cannot change;
courage to change the things | can; and wisdom to know the difference. Amen
