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Dear Faith Family of Our Lady of Grace, 

Praised Jesus Christ…now and forever! 

Paul, in our second reading from Ephesians, is well aware of our reluctance to entrust ourselves to God’s love. That is 
why he seems compelled to reiterate: “I repeat, it is owing to God’s favor that salvaƟon is yours through faith. This is not 
your own doing. It is God’s giŌ. Neither is it a reward for anything you have accomplished.” (Eph 2:8-9) “Oh, if it could 
only be our accomplishment,” we might say in high and happy Ɵmes. We would love to point to our successes, our vir-
tues and improvements, our earnestness in trying so hard, or our ardent confessions. But it is not our own doing, this 
salvaƟon. It is not a result of our effort.0 

On the other hand, in our Ɵmes of failure or discouragement we may lament, “Alas, we have accomplished nothing.” If 
only we could have made ourselves more worthy, if only we had tried harder, if only we had succeeded in our task of self
-perfecƟon. Again, we sadly miss the point. We stumble about in the dark, bereŌ of the hope that we had in our pro-
jects, stripped of plans that might have saved us, purged of the pretense that we had no need of redempƟon. We are 
unaware that, when we acknowledge the fuƟlity of our efforts, we are at the moment of conversion. It is the very invita-
Ɵon to abandonment to divine grace. 

True, we can resist the hope, we can hate the light, we can fear the exposure to love and to the truth on which it rests. 
And our resistance can come between us and the love of God revealed in Jesus Christ. We can refuse to accept the grace 
that is always there. As men and women of faith, our major labor and effort is not to achieve our salvaƟon. It is to en-
trust ourselves to it. “God is rich in mercy; because of his great love for us he brought us to life with Christ when we were 
dead in sin. By this favor you were saved.” 

In a moment of grace for the Church last weekend we were privileged to witness the pastoral visit of the Holy Father to 
Iraq. Pope Francis told the people of Iraq he was going to their country as a “penitenƟal pilgrim,” asking God’s for-
giveness for years of war, persecuƟon and destrucƟon, and as a “pilgrim of peace,” hoping to remind people that they 
are all brothers and sisters no maƩer their ethnic or religious idenƟty. 

“I will finally be among you,” he said in a video message, released by the VaƟcan March 4, the day before the trip was to 
begin. “I come as a pilgrim, as a penitenƟal pilgrim to implore forgiveness and reconciliaƟon from the Lord aŌer years of 
war and terrorism, to ask God for consolaƟon for hearts and healing for wounds,” the pope said. “And I come among you 
as a pilgrim of peace, to repeat: ‘You are all brothers and sisters.'” 

His pilgrimage was aimed to strengthen a sense of fraternity among the people who call God under a common name. 
Speaking directly to the naƟon’s dwindling ChrisƟan populaƟon, which has suffered discriminaƟon and persecuƟon over 
the past two decades, Pope Francis praised them for bearing “witness to faith in Jesus in the midst of the most difficult 
trials.” He called on all to move forward in the plan for peace, respect for religious diversity, and the care of the human 
person.  Pope Francis contrasted the threatened destrucƟon with the hope that came from the people turning to God. 
“Let us be infected by this hope, which encourages us to rebuild and begin again,” the pope said. “And in these hard 
Ɵmes of pandemic, let us help each other to strengthen fraternity, to build together a future of peace — together,  
brothers and sisters of every religious tradiƟon.”

Querida Familia Fe de Nuestra Señora de Gracia, 
Alabado Jesucristo... ¡ahora y para siempre! 
 
Pablo, en nuestra segunda lectura de Efesios, es muy consciente de nuestra renuencia a confiarnos al amor de 
Dios. Es por eso que parece obligado a reiterar: "Repito, es debido al favor de Dios que la salvación es suya a  
través de la fe. Esto no es lo tuyo. Es el don de Dios. Tampoco es una recompensa por nada de lo que has logra-
do". (Ef 2:8-9) "Oh, si sólo pudiera ser nuestro logro", podríamos decir en Ɵempos altos y felices. Nos encantaría 
señalar nuestros éxitos, nuestras virtudes y mejoras, nuestra seriedad al esforzarse tanto o nuestras ardientes 
confesiones. Pero no es nuestro hacer, esta salvación. No es el resultado de nuestro esfuerzo.0 
Por otro lado, en nuestros Ɵempos de fracaso o desánimo podemos lamentar: "Por desgracia, no hemos logrado 
nada". Si hubiéramos podido hacernos más dignos, si lo hubiéramos intentado más, si hubiéramos tenido éxito 
en nuestra tarea de auto-perfección. Una vez más, lamentablemente nos perdemos el punto. Tropezamos en la 
oscuridad, desprovistos de la esperanza que teníamos en nuestros proyectos, despojados de planes que podrían 
habernos salvado, purgados de la pretensión de que no necesitábamos redención. No somos conscientes de 
que, cuando reconocemos la inuƟlidad de nuestros esfuerzos, estamos en el momento de la conversión. Es la 
misma invitación al abandono a la gracia divina. 
Es cierto que podemos resisƟr la esperanza, podemos odiar la luz, podemos temer la exposición al amor y a la 
verdad sobre la que descansa. Y nuestra resistencia puede venir entre nosotros y el amor de Dios revelado en 
Jesucristo. Podemos negarnos a aceptar la gracia que siempre está ahí. Como hombres y mujeres de fe, nuestro 
gran trabajo y esfuerzo no es lograr nuestra salvación. Es confiarnos a ello. "Dios es rico en misericordia; debido 
a su gran amor por nosotros, nos dio vida con Cristo cuando estábamos muertos en pecado. Con este favor te 
salvaste." 
Tuvimos un momento de gracia para la Iglesia el pasado fin de semana cuando pudimos presenciar la visita    
pastoral del Santo Padre a Iraq. El Papa Francisco le dijo al pueblo de Irak que iba a su país como un "peregrino 
penitencial", pidiendo perdón a Dios por años de guerra, persecución y destrucción, y como un "peregrino de la 
paz", con la esperanza de recordar a la gente que todos son hermanos y hermanas sin importar su idenƟdad  
étnica o religiosa. 
"Finalmente estaré entre ustedes", dijo en un mensaje en video, publicado por el VaƟcano el 4 de marzo, un día 
antes de que comenzara el viaje. "Vengo como peregrino, como peregrino penitencial para implorar perdón y 
reconciliación al Señor después de años de guerra y terrorismo, para pedir consuelo a Dios por los corazones y la 
curación de las heridas", dijo el Papa. "Y vengo entre vosotros como peregrino de la paz, para repeƟr: 'Todos 
ustedes son hermanos y hermanas'. 
Su peregrinación tenía como objeƟvo fortalecer el senƟdo de fraternidad entre las personas que llaman a Dios 
bajo un nombre común. Hablando directamente a la menguante población crisƟana de la nación, que ha sufrido 
discriminación y persecución en las úlƟmas dos décadas, el Papa Francisco los elogió por dar "tesƟmonio de fe 
en Jesús en medio de las pruebas más diİciles". Llamó a todos a avanzar en el plan para la paz, el respeto a la 
diversidad religiosa y el cuidado de la persona humana.  El Papa Francisco contrastó la amenaza de destrucción 
con la esperanza que provenía del pueblo que se volvía a Dios. "Seamos infectados por esta esperanza, que nos 
alienta a reconstruir y comenzar de nuevo", dijo el Papa. "Y en estos Ɵempos diİciles de pandemia, ayudémonos 
mutuamente a fortalecer la fraternidad, a construir juntos un futuro de paz, juntos, hermanos y hermanas de 
toda tradición religiosa".
