RCIA IS NOW OCIA

Why is RCIA now called OCIA (Order of Christian Initiation of Adults)?

In November of 2021, the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops, approved a new translation
of the name of this process, now calling it OCIA-Order of Christian Initiation of Adults, to re-

flect a continuous process of spiritual formation, as opposed to fixed checkpoints on the

path to Baptism, First Communion, and Confirmation. Furthermore, by making the entire
process an “order”, the candidate or catechumen understands the rites received in church
or at the parish, are just one part of the ongoing journey of discipleship that will culminate
with Baptism and Confirmation-usually during Easter Vigil- but will continue throughout
their lives.

THE GREATEST LOVE STORY EVER TOLD

“The Greatest Love Story Ever Told”- By Fr.
Mike Schmitz, speech at the National
Eucharistic Congress—- PART I]

And so what happened was this — and, again, I'm not
telling you anything you don’t know. You know this is what
happened. Because of that, there became this unbridgeable
gap between God on one side and humanity on the other side.
And no matter how hard humans would try, no matter how
much good things, how many good things human beings
could do, we could do nothing to get from our side to God's
side. We recognize the brokenness; you recognize the broken-
ness. Amen.

Every philosophy, every social construct, every economic re-
form — all of it — is an attempt to fix that brokenness.

But here's the thing about unbridgeable gaps: They're unbrid-
geable. And you know this.

And Cleopas and Mrs. Cleopas knew this, and they thought
that Jesus would be the one. They thought that Jesus would
be the one to be able to restore it all, but they knew the story.
He's a prophet mighty in deed and word, but then he was exe-
cuted. We had hoped.

Again, Jesus said, “Let’s take a little review.” My guess is Jesus
went like this: “Here’'s some more stories you might know.”
Imagine Jesus said, “Cleopas and Mrs. Cleopas, remember that
story of Abraham.” They're like, “Of course, we do. He had that
one son. What's his name?” That son'’s Isaac.

What did God say? God said, “Abraham, take your only son,
your beloved son, whom you love. Bring him to a mountain
that I'll point out. And upon that mountain, you will sacrifice
him.”

So what does Abraham do? He does what God asked him to
do: He takes his only beloved son, and he takes him to a place
called Mount Moriah.

And on Mount Moriah, he gets to the base of that mountain;
and he puts the wood for the sacrifice on his only son’s back,
and he walks with his son up to the top of that mountain. And
on the way up, Isaac his son asks a question: “Father, here's
the knife. Here's the wood for the sacrifice, but where is the
sacrifice?” And Abraham says to his son, “My son, the Lord
will provide himself a sacrifice.”

They get to the top of the mountain. Abraham is about to sa-
crifice his son, but what happens? The angel of the Lord stops
him: “Don't lay a hand on the boy. Don't do the least thing to
him.”

He spies a ram caught by its horns in a thicket and sacrifices
that ram. Jesus would say, “Remember how he sacrificed that
ram. What did Abraham promise his son? That God would pro-
vide a ram or a lamb. God provided a ram in that moment.”
But God had promised to provide a lamb. Time goes on.

It's Exodus. You know the story, right?

The people of Israel, the brothers of Joseph — you remember
Joseph. He had this amazing technicolor dream coat, and his
brothers sold him into slavery.

So then the whole family goes into slavery, essentially —

ultimately in Egypt for 400 years, until God goes to Moses.
And Jesus is telling Cleopas and Mrs. Cleopas this whole story.
This is the story you already know.

And God says to Moses, “Tell Pharaoh, ‘Let my people

go.” There's a bunch of plagues. The last one is what? Take a
lamb, remember? God had promised on Mount Moriah to pro-
vide a lamb.

They take a lamb in

the evening. At twili-

ght, they sacrifice the

lamb. They roast its

flesh and eat its

flesh; and they mark

their homes with its

blood.

And this is what Mo-

ses told the people.

He said: “When you

do this, when you mark your homes with the blood of the
lamb and eat the flesh of the lamb, you'll be saved, and you'll
be freed. You'll have liberty, and you'll have life — only if you
mark your homes with the blood of the lamb, and only if you
eat the flesh of the lamb.”

Imagine, here's Jesus saying, “Cleopas and Mrs. Cleopas, re-
member this?” They're like, “| remember that,” because they
would do that every single Passover: They would take the
flesh of the lamb and eat it and say this, “This is the lamb of
Passover that set us free, that God passed over — the angel
of death passed over us, and God gave us liberty, and God
gave us life.” Then | imagine Jesus would say, “Remember
when John the Baptist came along?”

“We knew John the Baptist.” What did John the Baptist say?
I've gone through a lot of Scripture really quickly — just, by
the way, John the Baptist: The first time John the Baptist saw
Jesus outside the womb that we know of, he's by the Jordan
River. And he looks at Jesus, and he says what he says,
“Behold the Lamb of God.”

Sometimes | used to always think when John said, “Behold the
Lamb of God who takes away the sins of the world,” | thought
he was like Jesus is a lamb, he's fluffy and gentle and cute and
cozy — he's Jonathan Roumie [laughing in reference to the
actor who portrays Jesus in The Chosen].

But when John the Baptist was saying, “That's the Lamb,” no
one was like, “Get your eyes checked.”

They were saying, “Wait a second: You mean he’s the lamb of
sacrifice?” Because they knew the story.

El
es un profeta poderoso en hechos y palabras, pero luego
fue ejecutado. Nosotros teniamos esperanzas.

Nuevamente, Jesus dijo: “Hagamos un pequefio repaso”.
Supongo que Jesus dijo algo como esto: “Aqui hay al-
gunas historias mas que quizas conozcan”. Imaginen que
Jesus dijo: “Cleopas y la sefiora Cleofas, recuerden esa
historia de Abraham”. Ellos dicen: “Por supuesto que si.

Entonces, ;qué hace Abraham? Hace lo que Dios le pidi6é
que hiciera: toma a su Unico hijo amado y lo lleva a un
lugar llamado Monte Moriah.

Y en el Monte Moriah, llega a la base de esa montaiia; y
pone la madera para el sacrificio en la espalda de su uni-
co hijo, y camina con su hijo hasta la cima de esa monta-
na. Y en el camino hacia arriba, Isaac, su hijo, le hace una
pregunta: “Padre, aqui esta el cuchillo. Aqui esta la lefia
para el sacrificio, pero ;donde esta el sacrificio? Y Abra-
ham le dice a su hijo: «Hijo mio, el Sefor se proveera de
un sacrificion.

Llegan a la cima de la montafia. Abraham esta a punto
de sacrificar a su hijo, pero ;qué sucede? El angel del
Seiior lo detiene: «<No pongas una mano sobre el
muchacho. No le hagas lo mas minimon.

Ve un carnero atrapado por los cuernos en un matorral y
sacrifica ese carnero. Jesus diria: «Recuerda cémo sacri-
fico ese carnero. ;Qué le prometié6 Abraham a su hijo?

Que Dios proveeria un carnero o un cordero. Dios prov-
ey6 un carnero en ese momento». Pero Dios habia
prometido proveer un cordero. El tiempo pasa.

Es Exodo. Conoces la historia, Jverdad?

El pueblo de Israel, los hermanos de José, recuerdas a
José. Tenia este asombroso abrigo tecnicolor de en-
suefio, y sus hermanos lo vendieron como esclavo. En-
tonces toda la familia va a la esclavitud, esencialmente,
en ultima instancia, en Egipto durante 400 afios, hasta
que Dios va a Moisés. Y Jesus le esta contando a Cleofas
y a la Sra. Cleofas toda esta historia. Esta es la historia
que ya conocen. Y Dios le dice a Moisés: "Dile a Faraén:

'Deja ir a mi pueblo™.

Hay un montén de plagas. sLa ultima es qué? Tomar un
cordero, ¢ recuerdas? Dios habia prometido en el Monte
Moriah proporcionar un cordero.

Toman un cordero por la tarde. Al anochecer, sacrifican
el cordero. Asan su carne y comen su carne; y marcan
sus casas con su sangre. Y esto es lo que Moisés le dijo
al pueblo. Dijo: "Cuando hagan esto, cuando marquen
sus casas con la sangre del cordero y coman la carne del
cordero, seran salvos y seran liberados. Tendran libertad
y tendran vida, solo si marcan sus hogares con la sangre
del cordero y solo si comen la carne del cordero”.
Imaginense, aqui esta Jesus diciendo: “Cleopas y la sefo-
ra Cleofas, ¢ recuerdan esto?”. Ellos dicen: “Recuerdo
eso”, porque lo hacian cada Pascua: tomaban la carne
del cordero y la comian y decian esto: “Este es el cordero
de la Pascua que nos liberd, que Dios pasé por alto; el
angel de la muerte pas6 por alto sobre nosotros, y Dios
nos dio libertad, y Dios nos dio vida". Entonces me ima-
gino que Jesus diria: “; Recuerdan cuando llegé Juan el
Bautista?”.

“Conocimos a Juan el Bautista”. ;Qué dijo Juan el Bau-
tista? He repasado muchas Escrituras muy rapido; por
cierto, Juan el Bautista: la primera vez que Juan el Bau-
tista vio a Jesus fuera del vientre que conocemos, él esta
junto al rio Jordan. Y mira a Jesus, y dice lo que dice: “He
aqui el Cordero de Dios”.

A veces, yo siempre pensaba que cuando Juan decia: “He
aqui el Cordero de Dios que quita los pecados del mun-
do”, pensaba que era como Jesus, un cordero, espon-
joso, tierno, tierno y acogedor: es Jonathan Roumie [se
rie en referencia al actor que interpreta a Jesus en El Ele-
gido].

Pero cuando Juan el Bautista decia: “Ese es el Cordero”,
nadie decia: “Hazte revisar la vista”.

Decian: “Espera un segundo: ;jQuieres decir que es el
cordero del sacrificio?” Porque conocian la historia.

En noviembre de 2021, la Conferencia de Obispos Catdlicos de los Estados Unidos aprobo
una nueva traduccion del nombre de este proceso, que ahora se llama OCIA (Orden de Ini-
ciacion Cristiana de Adultos), para reflejar un proceso continuo de formacién espiritual, en
contraposicion a los puntos de control fijos en el camino hacia el Bautismo, la Primera Co-
munioény la Confirmacion. Ademas, al convertir todo el proceso en una "orden", el candida-
to o catecumeno comprende que los ritos recibidos en la iglesia o en la parroquia son solo
una parte del camino continuo de discipulado que culminara con el Bautismo y la Confir-
macion, generalmente durante la Vigilia Pascual, pero que continuara durante toda su vida.
