STEP 1: PAUSE AND REFLECT
(10-15 MINUTES DAILY)

Find a quiet place and take a few deep breaths.
Ask yourself:
e What burdens or distractions are pulling me
away from God?

e What brings me life, peace, or joy
physically, emotionally, and spiritually?
Write a short journal entry responding to these

questions. Keep it honest and simple.

STEP 3: CREATIVE RESPONSE

Take one small way to express your reflection
creatively:
e Draw, paint, or sketch your feelings or the
passage you read.
e Play or listen to music that inspires faith,
hope, or gratitude.
e Write a prayer, poem, or letter to God.

Tip: Let your creativity be a prayer in itself—no
need for it to be “perfect.”

Ask yourself:
e What patterns or insights do | notice?

STEP 5: WEEKLY CHECK-IN

At the end of each week, spend 15-20 minutes reviewing your journal and creative pieces.

e How is God calling me to grow this week?

STEP 2: SCRIPTURE IMMERSION

Choose a daily reading from the Bible (e.g.,
Gospel, Psalm, or a short passage).
Read slowly, listening for words or phrases that
resonate with you.
Journal your reflections:
e What is God saying to me through this
reading?
e How can | respond in thought, word, or
action?

STEP 4: FAITH IN ACTION

Choose one tangible way to live your reflection
each day:
e Perform a small act of charity or kindness.
e Reach out to someone who may need
encouragement or prayer.
e Practice patience or forgiveness in a
situation that challenges you.
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
